Effect of Organics Implementation- Rates on the Rise



Recent State Mandates

• Mandatory Commercial Recycling (AB 341-2012) & Organics Recycling 
(AB 1826-2014) = requires businesses to have recycling programs

• 2022 SB 1383- Short Lived Climate Pollutants (CARB) = Jurisdictions 
are required to have a comprehensive waste and recycling program to 
meet the 2025 goal of 75% reduction of organics in the landfill

• CARB has proposed the Advanced Clean Fleets Regulation = requires 
that 10% of fleets be electric by 2025 and 100% electric by 2035
